Chapter of the Year (Graduate and Undergraduate).  The Chapter of the Year should be a chapter that has made significant contributions on the District and the International level of the Fraternity as well as to its community.  Additionally, the chapter must be in good standing at the District and International level during the year immediately prior to the award and during the award year.

The Undergraduate chapter must be in good standing with its college or university (as defined by the college or university).  The Undergraduate chapter should be a chapter that has made significant contributions to its college or university, its local community as well as on the District and International level of the Fraternity.  Additionally, the chapter must be in good standing at the District and International levels during the immediate year prior to the award and the year of the award.   The exception would be only for chapters that were not chartered in the prior year.
